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Indigenous knowledge on plants utilization of Karang people

in Pong Luek-Bang Kloi village, Kaeng Krachan National Park
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Abstract

The objective of this research was to study plant diversity utilized for medicinal purpose
by Karang, tribal people living in Pong Luek — Bang Kloi village. We described properties and
utilizing details of those plants as implication for modern medical science. Further evaluated
feasibility of promoting alternative activities, herbal plantation, to increase people income and
respectively, hopefully, decrease in degree of forest dependency, reduction in deforestation and

poaching.

Ninty-five plant species were found utilized as traditional medicine by Karang people
during survey between July-October 2009. Those were classified as;group of Malaria, cold,
influenza, and flu treatments. Micromelum minutum; sroup of blood disease treatment, Croton
cascarilloides; group of antidote and food Intolerance  Mitrephora winitii; group of dermatitis
treatment.Barleria lupulina; ¢roup of for physical, appetizing and relief muscle
pains,Dracaena loureiri; a group of treatments for treat blood pressure disorder and Migraine,
Zingiber zerumbet group of insecticide, Excoecaria oppositifolia and other symptoms such as
Harrisonia perforate used to cure ophthalmologic and Costus speciosus used to cure

deafness.
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
